1) Oil rent redistribution. Preference for papers focusing on micro-analysis of oil redistribution. 
2) Effects of the oil boom on non-oil sectors competitiveness from a sectoral perspective and attempts to mitigate the negative effects of oil boom.

3) Assessment of public policies to diversify economic activities in an oil economy.
 4) Oil rent management mechanisms studied through a detailed analysis of fiscal transfers and fiscal decentralization. Corruption and governance problems in oil boom countries are included in this sub-theme.
5) Regional disparities due to development of oil industry (emphasis on assessing labour mobility issues).
